Garden Notes and Announcements:


Ron Knight mentioned the excellent plant sale at Heritage Perennials in Abbotsford on a Friday early in September.  Watch their web site for an announcement.  http://www.perennials.com/

Valerie reported on winter vegetables.  You can still plant seeds for some winter vegetables or set our plants like collards, brussells sprouts, kale, etc.  Broad beans can also be planted from seed.


Late season flowers include hibiscus, cleome, lillies, rudebeckia, silver lace vine, honeysuckle, hydrangia, creeping ceanothus

Rosemary sprays her hydrangeas with “Plant Skyyd” monthly to keep the deer away.  She bought a box about 4 years ago for $50. and has only used about ½ of it.  Ron Knight noted that a deer repellent can be made of a solution of 3 eggs beaten with 1 liter of water and left to brew for 4 days in a spray bottle.  When that is gone, add 1 egg and fill the bottle again.  See also http://plantskydd.com/
