· Barbara demonstrated the best method to renew iris clumps in autumn by raising, splitting and trimming back fans and rhizones before replanting with bone meal.  Plantings need full sun location where light can penetrate rhizones.

· Muriel C. shared excess white and pink irises with members.

· Louise T. has coloured blue, added shells and planted up her HT pot – on show.

· Excess garden related books have been donated to the club by the reading room.
