· Valerie reported 100% winter kill on potted plants left over from our last Plant Sale.  Members who have perennials for donation should begin potting up now for May Day.  As weather improves we hope to organize work  parties  at Val’s on Francis Pen. where all plant material will be stockpiled.
· Leaflets produced by an SCRD grant in aid outlining local attractions and providing gentle reminders to both residents and visitors about the fragility of our water sources were distributed to members.
· SCRD Grant in Aid – An application will be submitted on behalf of the PHGC for a 2009 grant.  It will be necessary to replace winter-killed plants around the Music School.  

· Discussion took place on ideas for additional beautification of other public areas within Madeira Park/Garden Bay locations.

· Marlene will decide on a day for group gardening work around the Music School and members will be contacted by e-mail.  Many hands make light work!! 
· The annual “clean-up” of beaches, lakes and public areas takes place each year in mid-March.  Tons of garbage is collected and disposed of ahead of the tourist season.  This day-long effort is followed by a BBQ and would be a worthwhile community project for garden club members to consider lending a hand with in 2010.
